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HURRICANE EARL BATTERS VIRGIN ISLANDS…MAY MOVE VERY CLOSE TO NEW ENGLAND LATER THIS WEEK…





At 5:00 AM the center of Hurricane Earl was located at 18.4 North 62.9 West (Approximately 25 Miles North Northeast of St. Martin in the Virgin Islands).  Earl has maximum sustained winds of 110 MPH and is moving to the West Northwest at 14 MPH.   





The latest forecast from the National Hurricane Center (NHC) is predicting that Earl will move to the West Northwest today and will continue to strengthen, becoming a Major Category III Hurricane by early Tuesday morning.    Earl is then forecast to continue on a Northwest track Tuesday and Wednesday as the storm moves just east of the Bahamas.    





Earl’s track as a major hurricane later this week is expected to bring the storm very close to the Eastern seaboard.  Earl is forecast to brush the outer banks of North Carolina on Friday and brush Southeastern New England Friday evening.  These two areas are within the 5-day margin for error for Earl’s track and should monitor the Hurricane very closely.  If Earl stays on its current track parts of Southeastern New England can expect the potential for Tropical Storm force winds Friday evening.  The Department of Emergency Management and Homeland Security will continue to monitor Earl and will issue another update at 3:00 PM this afternoon.
